SINGLES / PAIRS / TRIPLES / MIXED PAIRS


CONDITIONS OF PLAY

All competitions will be conducted under the Laws of the Sport of Bowls, September 2006 (Reprinted May 2009), RVBA Rules for Competition in Victoria, October 2009 except when specifically stated otherwise below (“Local Rules”). The infringement of any of the Laws, Rules and Local Rules can involve disqualification and /or a replay as the Match Committee can in its complete discretion determine.
Local Rules

1. Conduct of Play: All competitors must at all times conduct themselves in a polite and sportsmanlike manner.
2. Arranging Play: 

· All games must be completed by the Cut-off Dates published on the Draw for each competition. Failure by either or both players/teams to arrange and complete a match prior to the Cut-off Date may result in disqualification of either or both the players/teams drawn to play at the complete discretion of the Match Committee. While we want all players to experience and involve themselves in club championships, you risk disqualification if you do not make every reasonable effort to play by the published Cut-off Dates.
· All singles players and/ or one member of a team shall provide a mobile contact number which shall be published on the draw to assist their opponents to arrange the match.

· While all efforts by players and teams to contact one another to arrange the match is encouraged, the player/team whose name appears above their opponent on the draw should contact their opponent to arrange play.
· Games should be played at St Kilda if possible, but may be played at any other venue agreed by the players or team organisers.  

· If a player or team experiences any difficulties arranging play with their opponents, please contact the Chairman of the Match Committee, Jo Ann Pacholli on 0418 800 556 or priceless.joann@gmail.com as soon as possible to avoid disqualification. Do not wait until the Cut-off Date to let us know that you are having a problem.  The Match Committee will rule on any dispute, and such ruling is final. 
3. Commencement of Play: If players agree on a commencement time for play on any particular day, then a player or team not available for play within 30 minutes of the appointed time for commencing any match will forfeit the match unless the opposition player/skip waives this breach. We encourage members to play bowls, not rules, so wherever possible, please show understanding and consideration where your opposition is delayed.

4. Trial Ends: Before the start of play in any game, or before continuing an unfinished game on another day, one trial end should be played in each direction. In each direction, there should be a 4 bowl rollup for singles, 4 bowl rollup for pairs and mixed pairs and three bowl rollup for triples – unless the players / skips agree on a lesser number of bowls.
5. Practice: Practice or play is not allowed on the day of play at the venue that the championship event is scheduled to be played. If a player or team that has not yet played is due to meet a player or team that has already played a Club Championship event on the same day, the player or team that has not yet played can practise as long as:
· the Match Committee gives approval;

· there is enough time available without delaying the competition, and

· another rink is available apart from that on which the player or team has been drawn to play the championship event.
6. Inclement Weather / Light: If play for the day has commenced and subsequently due to the consideration of the weather or failing light conditions one player / team wishes to leave the green but the other does not, a member of the Match Committee shall be contacted for a ruling. A ruling by a member of the Match Committee in these circumstances is final.  Play should continue in the event that a member of the Match Committee is not able to be contacted. If play is stopped to inclement weather or failing light, then play shall recommence at the earliest opportunity and prior to the Cut-off Date or such later date approved by the Match Committee.
7. Mobile Phones: Use of mobile phones during play is illegal – see RVBA Rule Section 1, Rule 1, C (iv), unless the player (in Singles) or the Skip (in a team event) consents prior to commencement of play to opposing player/s making or receiving calls during play. If an objection to the use of mobile phones is made at any time during play then further use of a mobile phone by any player shall result in disqualification.
PLAY FORMAT:

· SINGLES: Knockout, 4 Bowls, first to 25 shots up wins

· PAIRS & MIXED PAIRS: Knockout, 2 Lead x 2 Skip x 2 Lead x 2 Skip. Highest score after 18 ends wins. If tied after 18 ends then a further end is played and the order of play is determined by the toss of a coin with the winner of the toss being able to keep or give away the mat.

· TRIPLES: Knockout, 3 bowls. Highest score after 18 ends wins. If tied after 18 ends then a further end is played and the order of play is determined by the toss of a coin with the winner of the toss being able to keep or give away the mat.
